CONDITIONS IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.
CANDID and useful summary of the present state

of affairs in British Columbia is given in a
recent issue of the British Columbia Financial
Times. As many readers of Canada are

financially interested in that Province they will be in-
terested in the opinions expressed, which deal frankly with
economic conditions.

The loss of population in British Columbia has been
somewhat considerable ever since the boom broke, and it
has been accentuated by the number of regiments raised in
the Province. This is given by our contemporary as one
of the chief reasons for the present dullness of industry in
the Province. It traces to the huge amount of money spent
in the country on railway construction both the too exten-
sive commitments of merchants and the huge speculations
in land. Both of these have now been demonstrated to have
been founded on a false basis. It is stated that a large per-
centage of the population were not engaged in production
or self-supporting enterprises, and when these departed it
increased the difficulties of the business interests, and the
resulting depression raised the interest on capital.

This writer asks the question: "After eighteen months

of war is the end of depression at hand, or must the Pro-
vince continue to experience a shrinkage? " In attempt-
ing to answer this he expresses the opinion that the realty
commitments of the business interests have all practic-.illy
been met, which ' ' constituted a tremendous relief to +\m
business of the Province. On the other hand, the mortsraee
situation is very bad, and apparently is getting worse.
Each month a new list of mortgages is becoming in arrears
in interest; in practically no case is a demand made fir
principal. . . . This is candidly the dark side of the entire
financial .and commercial situation." Turning; to the
brighter side, we are told by this observer that " the general
wholesale and retail business is steadily tending to increase
and the great basic industries of the province are un-
doubtedly on the upturn ." Lumber has risen in value
although the export situation is dependent, on shipping.
Mining is in the most prosperous condition in the history
of the Province, and the fishing industry is enjoying pros-
perity owing to the prevailing high prices. Tn summing
up, our contemporary states that " While the credit situa-
tion is bad, the business situation is sound; but great re-
covery cannot take place until there is an immigration
movement to British Columbia."

The last point is one on which we have insisted with
